According to UNAIDS, there are over 40  million people living with HIV. During 2005 some 4.9 mil-
lion people became newly infected.  Around half of those were infected with HIV  
before they turned 25.  This sounds the alarm that young people may 
be complacent about their own personal risks. Hear-
ing from their peers can be a powerful tool.  
This December, several groups of young peo-
ple on KU’s campus reached out to their 

peers with the HIV prevention message. Delta 
Sigma Theta hosted a dinner where a nationally acclaimed 

Alumni, Rae Lewis Thornton, told the young women how she became HIV+.  The 
Residence  Hall RAs spent an entire week handing HIV prevention literature and condoms in 

between classes. Queers and  
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Allies hosted a candlelight vigil 
at the Campanile.  Not only did 
these groups take up the torch, 
but they raised $ for DCAP’s 
services as well.  
A special thank you to these 
groups and to all the young peo-
ple who are committed to be a  
part of  a community of caring 
for those that are infected/
affected by HIV/AIDS.
