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Although prevalence of HIV remains considerably lower 
in the Native American population, increases in occurrences are a clear signal of 
the need for an effective response. In order to provide culturally sensitive services 
to Native Americans in our community, it is important that we  have a general 
knowledge and understand- ing of the Native American his-
tory, the values shared, and potential barriers for service pro-
viders.  Through a grant pro- vided by the National Minority 
AIDS Council, DCAP hosted a series of events in late March 
with Haskell Indian Nations University and the Palethe Cen-
ter.  Lisa Tiger, one of the na- tion’s best-known Native Ameri-
can speakers on AIDS pre- vention, flew in from New Mexico 
to speak at our Area Service Providers Luncheon and to 
speak at an event on Haskell’s campus. Together with Palethe and Haskell, 
DCAP reached many Native American  young people with the HIV prevention 
message. We’re excited about these events and the relationships built from them.  
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At the end of April, DCAP will bid farewell to two University of 
Kansas School of Social Welfare Interns. Colleen Skaggs and 
Dianne Vidmar have been with us for a year and have truly made 
a difference in the lives of those infected/affected by HIV/AIDS 
while learning about their chosen profession. Thank you so much 
Colleen and Dianne for being part of our team. While we’ ll miss 
you, we wish you well on your life’s journey.
