As part of this year�s World AIDS Day testing initiative, DCAP offered free HIV testing at the 
Kansans Union on the first of December. In three hours DCAP staff and volunteers were able 
to test 40 clients ranging from 17 to 65 years of age. The initiative was a smashing success! 
The �testing-drive� helped lead the way towards the Ka nsas goal of 1,000 HIV tests during 
World AIDS Day; as well it we were part of a much larger Global Goal of one-million HIV 
tests. In the future DCAP will continue to bring attention to the global AIDS pandemic by 
reiterating the importance of HIV testing, awareness and responsibility. World AIDS Day is a 
potent reminder of the importance of sexual health and responsibility in our global and local 
communities. By promoting a sustainable and smart public health initiative through testing 
and awareness, we as a community can and will overcome this multifaceted epidemic. In the 
New Year be aware, be smart and be strong. It is with your help that we will succeed. We 
ask that you spread the word to friends, families and your community about the importance 
of routine HIV testing, which should be completed ever 6months and which is always free 
here at DCAP!

Condom Outreach on the Streets of Lawrence:

As a relatively new volunteer with DCAP I really wasn’t sure exactly what the organization was about and how I 
would fit in. I quickly learned that it is a well run program, full of great people that provides a very important 
service to Douglas County. As a volunteer I was welcomed into the "family" right off the bat and have been 
given numerous responsibilities. I wanted to take this opportunity to discuss one specific activity. Bar Outreach 
is an activity in which employees and volunteers of DCAP walk from bar to bar in the downtown area and hand 
out safer sex packets to patrons. These packets include: condoms, lubrication, information on how to properly 
use condoms and information on DCAP and how to get tested for HIV/AIDS. We met next to the Granada and 
walked north hitting every bar and coffee shop until we came to Free State Brewery. We then crossed the street 
and walked south until we ended our journey at Harbor Lights. We were able to set up condom bowls in three 
bars and estimate that we handed out over 500 safer sex packets. It was a great experience for me personally and 



I was pleasantly surprised by how receptive almost everyone was to what we were doing. On several occasions 
people told me what a great service DCAP was providing for the community and that we should continue the 
outstanding work.
